3.	General Business  
	Arts Summit Update
· Dave said it seems unlikely the Arts Council is going to be able to put together an Arts Summit for fall 2020 with the COVID pandemic. He said the Council has not progressed far on discussing workshop topics, sending invites to presenters, and other time-sensitive tasks. Other Council members agreed, adding that with Cyndi’s resignation from the Arts Council and the need to meet remotely, it would be difficult to efficiently put together the event in time.
· Dave suggested the Arts Council can instead focus on getting prepared for the Arts and Economic Prosperity Study, which is also currently up in the air, and moving forward on strategic planning. 

County Arts Coalition
· The Arts Council discussed the unofficial arts coalition, which is led by Jennifer Crockett of the Liberty Theatre. The group has been meeting regularly to discuss the state of the arts in Clatsop County and how different organizations are dealing with the pandemic. 
· The Performing Arts Center (PAC) has transferred ownership to a private party, which intends to manage and maintain the building for three years. At that point, they will revisit transferring ownership to the Friends of the PAC

	Arts Council Vacancies
· Council members discussed the multiple impending vacancies on the Arts Council. Tracy, Harold and Cyndi’s terms are set to expire at the end of the year. Cyndi has already resigned and Harold said he does not intend to apply for another term because of other professional and community responsibilities. Tracy said she is taking time to consider whether she will seek another term.
· Harold asked if Sarah Nebeker could serve as a member when her term as a County Commissioner (and liaison to the Arts Council) ends this year. He suggested the Arts Council would have much to gain by her expertise. Other members agreed she would be a valuable asset to the group.
· Theresa said there is no urgency to refill Cyndi’s position, as the Council has enough members to fulfill the requirements of the bylaws. She said the Council could wait until September to advertise all the vacancies at one time. If someone were to take the rest of Cyndi’s term, they would only be serving a couple months before they needed to reapply.
